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Posteromedial dislocation of elbow with lateral condyle fracture is a rare disease entity
and only few cases had been reported in the literature. This current study reports three
children who had posteromedial dislocation of elbow with Milch type II lateral
condylar fracture of distal humerus; Major complications included malunion,
non-union of the fracture, heterotophic calcification and elbow subluxation. From our
experience and the literature review, open anatomical reduction and internal fixation of
the lateral condyle fracture is the mainstay of treatment for these children. Poor
reduction of the lateral condyle fracture result in incongruity of the joint surface and
ended up with. poor results. The post-operation ﬁnal result was evaluated

with Multidetect.or Coﬁputed Tomography and demonstrated.
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
